One major achievement was expanding our Resource Facilitation team from five to seven
members, boosting our ability to serve individuals affected by brain injury across the state.

After three years of virtual events, we were thrilled to return to an in-person brain injury
conference, offering a renewed platform for knowledge-sharing and connection within our
community.

In June, we partnered with the University of Nebraska Medical Center’s College of Public Health
on an NIH-funded initiative to implement brain injury screenings in domestic and intimate
partner violence programs statewide. This 4-year project aims to enhance awareness and support
in these critical areas.

Additionally, our collaboration with the Douglas County Youth Center to screen justice-involved
youth for brain injury reinforces our commitment to supporting high-risk populations.

These accomplishments reflect the dedication of our team, strong partnerships, and the collective
drive to create a better future for all Nebraskans affected by brain injury.
